Integrating	specialised
knowledge	developed	in	these	social	science	disciplines
and	with	a	strong	focus	on	critical	psychology,	the
program	forges	a	connection	between	traditional
psychology	and	social	work.

Embedded	within	the	degree	is	a	specific	emphasis	on	the
assumptions	and	practices	that	promote	substantive
reconciliation	with	Aboriginal	and	Torres	Strait	Islander
Peoples.
