Students are required to provide relevant clearance
documents as directed by the School of Education.



All Education students in WA must achieve the standards
of the National Literacy and Numeracy Test for Initial
Teacher Education Students (LANTITE). The test is
administered externally by the Australian Council for
Educational Research (ACER). Education students also
need to successfully complete the Graduate Teacher
Performance Assessment after their final teaching
placement in order to graduate from this program.

Career opportunities

With a Master of Teaching (Secondary Education), you can
teach secondary students in Australian Catholic,
Independent and Government schools, depending on your
teaching specialisation. Career opportunities within the
education system include Lead teacher, faculty or year
group coordinator, principal, and assistant principal.

Real-world experience

Commonwealth Supported Place (CSP)

A Commonwealth Supported Place (CSP) is a place at a
university where the Australian Government pays part of
your fees. This part is a subsidy, not a loan, and you don't
have to pay it back. However, this subsidy does not cover
the entire cost of your study. Students must pay the rest,
which is called the ‘student contribution amount’.

In a Commonwealth Supported Place, your fees are
subsidised by the Australian Government. Your fees will be
split into two portions:

The Commonwealth contribution, which is the portion paid
by the Australian Government.

The student contribution, which is the portion you pay. You
may choose to pay upfront or defer your student
contribution with a HECS-HELP Loan. The HECS-HELP loan
scheme (https://www.studyassist.gov.au/preview-
link/node/106/5de65e70-6656-4297-a79d-19fd4a6deadd)
assists eligible students with the payment of all, or part, of
their tuition fees, not including additional study costs such
as accommodation or textbooks. Your HECS-HELP debt will
be indexed each year in line with the Consumer Price
Index.

Eligible students will be offered a CSP - you do not need to
apply.
